	 Although the United States postal service did not com-
mence its operation in Missouri until 1804, the history of writ-
ten communication begins early in the Spanish period. Late 
in the Spanish period the town of Lexington, Kentucky seems 
to have served as a transfer point between the Spanish and 
French culture of Louisiana and the advancing American cul-
ture of the east. In 1796 the civil and military commandant of 
New Bourbon, Pierre Charles de Hault Delassus Deluzieres, 
sent to Lexington a tract, printed in English, regarding Amer-
ican emigration to Spanish held territory. In it, Deluzieres en-
couraged American emigration into Louisiana as an aid to de-
veloping salt making, lead mining and the fur trade. Americans
did come, and when they needed to send correspondence 
back to the United States they forwarded their mail to the 
American post office at Lexington.

UPPER LOUISIANA, DISTRICT OF LOUISIANA,
AND TERRITORY OF LOUISIANA

	 Prior to 1812 the name Louisiana applied to nearly all the 
land that would later be included in Missouri Territory. This 
region, stretching from Hope Encampment (nearly opposite 
Chickasaw Bluffs) northward to Canada and westward to the 
Rocky Mountains, was first called Upper Louisiana by the 
Spaniards. It was acquired by the United States in the Louisi-
ana Purchase of 1803 and formally transferred to the United 
States on March 3, 1804, when Captain Amos Stoddard took 
command at St. Louis.

	 Following a period of Military Government, the area passed 
through three stages of territorial government: (1) the District 
of Louisiana, further divided into five subdivisions: St. Louis,  
St. Charles, Ste. Genevieve, Cape Girardeau and New Ma-
drid; (2) the Territory of Louisiana; (3) the Territory of Missouri.
